Residents across  
Chua Chu Kang Town participated enthusiastically in events such as the B.I.G. Farm Walk, the Chua Chu Kang GRC  
and Hong Kah North SMC Family Day at Universal Studios Singapore, and the National Day celebrations.

But they are not the  
only occasions we gather as one community. Every day, residents interact in shared spaces across  
Chua Chu Kang Town, and the Town Council is committed to upkeeping and developing them to foster 
community belonging and interaction. On page 4, we provide an update of our 2020 Master Plan which  
seeks to create a better home for all. 

Although we are just at the halfway mark, we have seen significant progress towards achieving our  
Master Plan goals. Last June, we opened The Arena @ Keat Hong, a sports facility with features such as  
an inclusive playground, a futsal pitch, a jogging track and a covered multi-purpose court. I hope you will  
take the opportunity to join your neighbours and family at this inter-generational sports and recreation hub  
to pursue an active and healthy lifestyle. 

With sustainability being a key pillar of the Master Plan, you can find out about Chua Chu Kang Town’s  
green initiatives on page 3. 

In this new year, I hope residents will continue to support the Town Council, as it works towards fully  
realising the Master Plan, with more estate improvements in the pipeline. Here is wishing you and your  
family a healthy, happy and prosperous 2023.

GREENING OUR TOWN
•	 Over the years, we have been making active efforts to increase and develop 

green spaces for our residents.
•	 To date, there are over 46,000 trees across CCK Town, accompanied by 

lush landscaping.
•	 We aim to plant 1,000 more trees in the next two years. 

RETHINK ENERGY
LED Lighting
•	 We are always looking for ways to increase energy efficiency and one of them is to replace the 

fluorescent lights in common areas with LED lights. 
•	 LED lights use less energy, generate far less heat and enjoy more cost-savings in the long run. 
•	 We are close to achieving our goal of replacing all lighting in the Town with LED lights; about 

97% have been replaced so far. 
Solar Panels
•	 To reduce our reliance on conventional energy and fuel sources — especially amid rising electricity 

prices — we are collaborating with HDB to install solar panels on our residential rooftops. 
•	 We have installed solar panels at 238 blocks across CCK Town as of Nov 2022, with more in 

the pipeline.   
•	 To date, these solar panels have helped to reduce approximately 18 million kg of C02 emission. 

GROW SUSTAINABLY
Jobs for a Green Economy
•	 The Community Clubs, together with various 

agencies, will continue to organise job fairs  
to offer career opportunities that help promote  
a greener economy and ensure a more 
sustainable future for Singapore. 

Eco-Playbook Coming Soon! 
•	 Keep a lookout for the upcoming launch of our Eco-Playbook, 

which will detail CCK Town’s remarkable green journey. 

•	 You will learn about our green initiatives, such as Project 
Circular (upcycling of discarded furniture), Growing Edible 
Gardens and Recycling Drives, which help make a  
greener and more sustainable home for all.

•	 Interactive elements, such as the eco-pledge and games, will 
also be included for residents’ engagement and enjoyment.

USE LESS, WASTE LESS
MRT Seats Upcycle Project
•	 As part of Action for Green Towns, we will be upcycling seats from decommissioned  

MRT trains and turning them into community seats for our Town. 
•	 These old train parts are not easily recyclable and this upcycling initiative will 

rescue about 14,400kg* of materials from going to Pulau Semakau landfill. 
Recycling Efforts
•	 Old electronic items, such as ICT equipment, large household appliances, electric 

mobility devices, batteries and light bulbs, can now be more easily recycled. With 
our support, ALBA held their quarterly E-Drive at various locations in CCK Town and 
collected about 1,850kg of e-waste in 2022.   

•	 We also support initiatives such as E-Waste Recycling Bins, Reverse Vending Machines, 
Paper Recycling Bins, Cash for Trash and Old Shoes Bins across CCK Town.
